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01 -- CAUSES OF HEART WANDERINGS

I. HUMAN FRAILTY -- Throughout the Scriptures we are taught the infinite frailty and
weakness of men; and even the best of men are set forth as having no strength of their own.
Abraham said he was "but dust and ashes." Isaiah said, "We all do fade asaleaf.” Job said, "l
abhor myself." Paul said, "I am less than the least of all saints." And Jesus said, "Without Me you
can do nothing." All strength must be imparted to the soul from God. There are some few
characters in the Bible against whom no blemish is mentioned; but in those charactersit is
recorded that al their goodness was imparted. They claim nothing of and from themselves. It is
possible that in six thousand years there have lived a few persons whose hearts never consciously
wandered from God. Doubitless there are many who have had many wanderings, without the
humility or the fullness of light to perceive or confessit. And the millions of God's children have
been painfully conscious of shortcomings -- backdlidings of greater or less extent. Living aswe
are, in th e state of probation, there is no degree of grace which may not be lost; and thisis
consistent with the doctrine so clearly taught in many Scriptures, that a saint may feel assured of
his ultimate salvation. In the passage of Corinthians which says, "Let him that thinketh he standeth
take heed lest hefall," the original tellsus, "Let him that assuredly standeth take heed"; that is, et
the most advanced believer, who has the fullest assurance of faith, take heed lest he fail.

[1. IMPERCEPTIBLE INROADS OF SATAN -- Heart wanderings from God are amost
imperceptible at first. There are slow degrees of the leakage of grace, almost imperceptible
inroads of temptation. The Devil insinuates himsalf in soft, silent ways and through unguarded
avenues, and in such an assumed celestial raiment, that before the soul is aware, he has well-nigh
captured the magazines of the heart. A little spiritual laziness and little tonings down of
self-sacrifice are like the coming of gray hairs. The Bible speaks of a certain one who had "gray
hairs... here and there upon him, yet he knoweth [it] not." The loss of property and of health have
the same imperceptible beginning as backdiding from God.

[11. LOOKING UPON THE FORBIDDEN -- Wanderings from God often begin by looking
on forbidden objects. The eye is allowed to rest too long upon an object of temptation. Through the
eye the thoughts take hold upon the object. This kindles exaggerated and unlawful desires. This
undermines the will, and the outcomeis sin in greater or less degree. Such was the case of Eve,
who stood looking on the forbidden fruit, when God told her not even to look upon it. This wasthe
case of David, who was gazing from the top of the palace. Thisisthe art that Satan tried on Jesus,
when he spread before His mental vision all the kingdoms of the earth and al their glory in one
dazzling panorama of world-wide sovereignty and splendor. But Jesus instantly turned His mental
eye from the beautiful vision and fixed it on His coming cross. Thisisthe best cure for all
fascinating and tempting visions -- to get in the mind the precious blood of Jesus. The sight of
Christ crucified is the panacea for unholy mental pictures.

V. SELF-MANAGEMENT -- Another cause of heart wanderings is self-management and
attempting to take our affairsin our own hands -- trying to help the Lord in His providences of our
case in times of trouble and distress. We must be led through many a soul crisis. These crises will
cometo usin socid life, in business, in church relations, in health, in lines of duty. Many of them
cannot be avoided. They are in the very nature of thingsin this world, and when they come, our
human spirits are so eager for the speedy and premature result that they accept of an unlawful
deliverance; and we are so tempted to think that God had forgotten us, or that He is too dow, that
we take affairs into our own hands. This was the case of Rebekah and Jacob, who thought that they
surely must manufacture a lie and deceive | saac with the goatskin, in order to secure the fulfillment
of aninfalible promise from God; but their self-management brought sad separation and years of
sorrow. Thiswas the case with King Saul, who thought that Samuel was so long reaching his
appointment that he must play the part of the priest and offer sacrifice; and from that hour he began
wandering from God. This was the case with Uzza, who thought, when the oxen stumbled, he must
surely put forth his hand and assist the Lord in caring for the ark. Officiousness has led many a soul
into spiritual bondage. It is so easy even for spiritual men to get the impression that they must
manage the work of God; that they are responsible in great revivals for keeping their little fingers
on the safety-valves, and curbing divine fire within the limit of their prudence. Spiritual power is
lost in the attempt to manage the kingdom. Self-management, in some form or other, is the starting
point of many adecline in grace.

V. TAKING UNDUE LIBERTIES -- Another cause of the loss of grace is taking undue
liberties with innocent things. There are many things which in themselves are natural and innocent,
and inseparable from our earthly life; but if undue liberties are indulged in with them, they become
stepping-stones to inward, and oftentimes outward, sin. Especially isthistrue in the social life.
We must mingle in society, and there are social affinities and personal friendships and mutual
attractions of mind and personal manners which are a part of the constitution of our nature; but
along these lines of personal magnetism and socia attractions there needs to be the firmest caution,
the most rigid determination, against al undue familiarity and against al excess of friendly feeling.
In tens of thousands of cases, an improper caress, afondling in hand-shaking, an imprudent kiss,
has formed the velvet dlide to sin and to many a heartbreaking sorrow. In like manner undue
liberties are often taken in wit and sarcasm, a punning and joking which has degnerated from
innocence into wounding, or cutting, or snubbing, and sore breeding of ill-will. Many alawsuit,
many afamily quarrel, many a separation of friends, many aliving hell, has been the outcome of
what commenced in seeming pleasantry. This same truth applies to lines of business and in various
directions. In order to maintain the highest liberty in innocence and pure love and courtesy and
friendship, there must be a guard against letting liberty degenerate into license. One inch of license
will destroy amile of liberty.

V1. SELF-CONFIDENCE -- Another cause of backdliding is self-confidence, or leaning on
native or acquired strength. The soul which has been highly favored of God, or is possessed with
strong natural traits, will instinctively lean upon itself, until it has been thoroughly mortified. This
was the case with Peter, who was so confident of the inherent magnanimity of his character that he
vowed, though al the others should forsake Christ, he would never forsake Him. Y oung converts
in their first love make extravagant assurances of heroism; and oftentimes, in the first glow of the
sanctified state, the human mind will fancy itself quite strong. It takes many alesson to burninto us
the reality of our utter nothingness. Self-confidence has so many formsto it. Like the atmosphere, it
adapts itself to all zones and seasons of human life. Christians often unconsciously confide in their
experience, instead of leaning only on the Holy Spirit, who makes the experience. The Lord
warned the Jews that when they should enter the land of Canaan, and should eat and become fulll,
that they were to beware, lest thou forget the Lord." A full stomach has a poor memory; it waxes
fat and kicks. This teaches us that even in the Canaan life we are not to depend upon our
experience. If we do, we shall lose it. Soul whitenessis like a snowflake -- if you lean on it, it
dissolves. Because we have been endowed with grace, or strength, or wisdom, or some success, it
IS no guarantee that these endowments will continue unless we depend aone on the source from
which they flow.

VII. SPOILED BY EARTHLY KINDNESS -- Another cause of spiritual weaknessis that
of being spoiled by earthly kindness. Just as millions of children go to wreck through false
kindness and lack of correction, so thousands of Christians are ruined in their spiritua life by an
excess of popularity and earthly kindness. Thisis more particularly true of ministers than any other
class. If they have some talent and success, and good evidence of grace, they will inevitably have



many friends. These friends will manifest their love, some wisaly, and some unwisely. In many
cases, preachers are flattered and praised and receive presents and are toasted and feasted until
their grace is gone and their common sense as well. They are tempted to regard themselves as
public ecclesiastical pets; to accept gifts on birthdays and Christmas days and wedding days; to
have every want anticipated; to be complimented on every sermon, or every prayer; to beinvited
to parties and state occasions, until they dwindle into soft sentimental poetical dudes of the
Church, n ot only unfit to lead souls to God, but, like the mincing Agag did to Saul, lead souls
down to hell. Many a minister, who was a poor farmer boy or a factory hand when first converted,
and who began his Christian life with a heavenly fibre in his soul, has imperceptibly taken the
velvet and cologned road into a spiritual desert. Paul and Wedley both declare against softness of
life as a cause of soul-ruin.

VIII. LUXURIOUS LIVING -- Akin to the foregoing, another cause of backdiding iswhat
istermed good living. There never was an age in which luxurious living was more common than in
Americatoday. The common people have furnishingsin their houses, and clothing, and richness of
food, and conveniences for ease and comfort, which the kings of other ages never had; and this
luxurious mode of living isagreat hindrance to grace. In many cases it ruins, because the human
heart so easily becomes attached to those things which are luxurious and easy. Thereisapassion
for big dinners, soft furniture, elegant clothing, labor-saving arrangements, palace cars, and
everything that conduces to sensuous ease and pleasure, which is the ruin of tens of thousands. It is
so rare in these days to find a heroic Christian, who can endure hardness and great ssimplicity, and
who cares nothing for the velvet accommodations of modern life. In the twenty-first chapter of
Luke, Jesus warns us against these very things -- surfeiting, and drunkenness, and animal pleasures
-- and intimates that at His second coming the professed Church will be drowned in luxurious
living, which prophecy is being fulfilled.

IX. PRESUMPTION -- Another cause of backdliding is presumption -- the taking it for
granted that the soul stands so well with God that He will make great alowance for it, and that the
guardian angel will take extratrouble to extricate the disobedient heart. Satan tells you that you are
the Lord's pet; that He thinks more of you than He does of most of His children; that He will make
excuses for you that He does not make for others. This was the temptation that came to Solomon.
He had been assured of his high standing with God, and of his unparalleled wisdom and
knowledge; and Satan played his tune of temptation on the strings of presumption, until the wisest
of men mourned in the dust and cried, "vanity of vanities!" This was the temptation which the
Devil presented to Jesus, when he urged Him to cast Himself down from the pinnacle of the temple
-- that He was so highly favored of God that the angels would catch Him ere He struck the
pavement. This principle can have innumerable applications. God is asimpartial in His
chastisements asin Hislove. If He will show Hisloveto the vilest wretch on earth who repents,
so He will chastise the highest saint on earth -- even a Moses, who talks face to face with Him.
Presumption is the sin that made the Devil, and one that Satan presentsin athousand varied forms
to decoy the child of God.



X. LOOKING AT OUR DIFFICULTIES -- Another cause of the loss of graceislooking at
our difficulties. It isto be expected that lifeisfull of difficulties, and living in afallen world
implies this. There are difficultiesin the spiritual life in the way of seeking pardon or holiness --
difficultiesin growth in grace -- difficulties that spring from our own minds or from heredity, our
socia surroundings, our temporal affairs, our temperament or our poor and false teaching
difficulties innumerable, that spring like weeds in every field of life; and to get the eye on these
difficulties will weaken faith, sap perseverance, distract the mind, cloud the vision and draw the
soul from God. The divine life is pre-eminently the way and life of faith. When Peter looked at the
waves of the sea, hismind lost the bright conception of the omnipotence of Jesus, and so he began
to sink. When Abraham looked at the difficulties of how he was going to retain his beautiful wife
in the presence of the greedy heathen king, he did not know how to manage it; and so he was
induced to tell afalsehood, just because the difficulties of the situation, for the time being, shut out
the omnipotent care of God. Our heavenly Father permits His children to be hemmed in many times
by the network of difficulties, and the Devil uses such circumstances to plead the necessity of
committing sin in order to get through. The very things that God permits as atest of our faith, the
Devil uses as an argument for some disobedience.

X1. HARSHNESS OF SPIRIT -- Not afew souls have lost grace and fallen into spiritual
bondage through harshness of spirit. Severe judgment of othersiswhat Faber terms an
"under-graduate sin" that is liable to be committed by young zealots or narrow-hearted souls. The
denunciation of others hasin it alarge element of self-righteousness. Denunciation of others hasin
it a back-handed way of praising ourselves; in the same proportion that we think we knock others
down, we fancy we raise ourselves up. It isimpossible to speak evil of another without an implied
compliment to self. Many times souls claiming great spirituality have denounced sinin such a
sinful way as to commit more sin than the very sin they denounced. There is nothing in the whole
Christian life more delicately dangerous than the condemnation of others. An old spiritual writer
has said that "to rebuke another for sin requires more humility than any other duty.” We sometimes
hear people speak of "hitting sin,” and "hitting it hard"; but such kind of work, unlessit is saturated
with tears and tenderness, will only bruise the soul that does the hitting. It is possible to preach on
the damnable nature of sin with such severity of spirit and such an implied tone of self-gratulation
that it only makes Satan laugh and grieves the divine Dove. How many thousands have lost the
sweetness of pure love, the calm, close walk with God, by a sharp sword-thrust and unkind
criticism, a harsh judgment, an unloving condemnation! Self-righteousnessis as subtle as the ether.
It runs up into the high altitudes, and tries to insinuate itself into the highest state of grace. The
Devil will tempt you to be severe toward others, under the pretense of being brave and heroic and
not being afraid to denounce sin. He has practiced his game so long that he does not care how
much you denounce him and al hisworks. If h e can only get one drop of his satanic vinegar into
your heart, that will repay him for al the blows that you can give him.

XII. LIGHTNESS OF SPIRIT -- | mention, as last anong the causes of backdiding,
lightness of spirit. Thisis apparently the opposite of harshness. There are some whose natures are
not biased toward severity. These will likely break away from God by atrifling, joking, laughing
disposition, which serves Satan's purpose just the same. This Spirit of lightnessis very apt to
prevail at camp meetings and large religious gatherings, where Christians of talent and wit meet
together. The habit of making puns of peopl€e's names and things, be they ever so seemingly
innocent, isaways injurious to deep piety. It grieves the Holy Ghogt, diverts the mind from divine
things, jostles the soul fromitsinternal calmnessin God, and weakensit for prayer and for being
the channdl of the Holy Ghost. Hundreds of souls have snapped the cord of communion with God
by ajoke, or apun, or aloud laugh, or a coarse and boisterous gesture. The worst calamity is that
so few Christians get close enough to God to discern these things. Anything that breaks up the
recollectedness of the mind in God, or interferes with an elevated, quiet refinement of soul, isa
starting-point for wandering.

02 -- THEREMEDY FOR HEART WANDERINGS

|. GREAT SELF-ABASEMENT -- | mention, as the first remedy for heart wanderings,
great self-abasement before God; that the evil which the soul has fallen into isto be squarely faced
and acknowledged without palliation, or excuse, or self-defense; that self must be utterly
dethroned; that God must be honored; that His truth must be magnified at the expense of
sdlf-annihilation. It isagreat gift from God that any backdlider will have the grace to repent and
confess and return to Jesus; but for this divine gift which God puts in the heart of the wanderer the
soul would never return to Him. The gift of repentanceis just astruly divine and atoken of God's
favor asthe gift of the Holy Ghost. It takes grace to acknowledge our faults, to turn against
ourselves and to show ourselves no quarter.

* * *

|I. DETERMINATION TO GET RIGHT AT ANY COST -- Another remedy is afixed
determination to get right with God and with our fellows at any cost. We are going to the Judgment
Day, and we need to have a Judgment-Day righteousness in our souls here. This determination to
get right may involve only an apology to alittle child, or afriend, or the confession of a mistake; it
may involve great restitution; it may involve aloss of wealth, and what the world calls honor and
reputation; it may involve the loss of friends; it may involve abject poverty, going to the State
prison, or banishment; it may involve sufferings which may tear the heart into a thousand tatters
and melt the eye with grief; but if it involves everything the imagination can conceive, the loss and
pain themselves are infinitely better than to have the frown of God and the flames of hell. This
world, and even the Church, is often a poor judge of human character. Many who are esteemed to
be great and good may spend eternity in hell; and many who have died in prison and on the block,
and been cursed as the vilest of wretches, will be found in eternity to have so gotten right with God
that they will stand with the angelsin bliss. God alone knows who really love Him; He alone can



judge His creatures. When the soul seeks nothing in the universe but the smile of God, and fears
nothing in the universe but offending Him, it will gladly consent to pay any price to get perfectly
right with Him.

[11. LOOKING TO JESUS ALONE FOR DELIVERANCE AND COMFORT -- Next to this
fixed determination to get right is the steady, constant looking to Jesus alone for al deliverance
and comfort. The soul never knows in how many waysit leans on creatures for comfort, until it is
so situated as to be utterly denied creature consolation; and then it seesthat in Jesusthereisa
sufficiency for al its needs. It takes an almost inexpressible degree of mortification to get the soul
to where it seeks its happiness only from God. The infinite love and compassion of Jesus stretches
out before the soul into an ever-widening ocean, in proportion to the felt need of the soul. In times
of trouble and distress and loneliness, we only damage ourselves and delay God's work by seeking
sympathy and comfort from one another. God is our best Friend; and although we have sinned
against Him immeasurably, and grieved His Spirit with many a blemish and sin, and wounded His
tender love infinitely beyond our conception, yet He is dways the first to forgive. We may think of
the most extravagant compassion from any earthly relation, of father, mother, sister, brother,
husband, wife, or friend; we may think of the charity of good people, of sanctified people, of the
very best of saints and then ascend up to that immense charity which the angels in heaven have, and
think of al the compassion of al the saints, through all their bright ages of love; and yet millions of
miles out and beyond the farthest limits of al these loves and compassions, there stretches away
the boundless, inconceivable compassion of Jesus toward the soul that has grievously sinned
againg Him.

There's awideness in God's mercy
Like the wideness of the ses;
There'sakindnessin Hisjustice
Which is more than liberty.

Thereis no place where earth's sorrows
Are more felt than up in heaven,

There is no place where earth's failings
Have such kindly judgments given.

For the love of God is broader
Than the measure of man's mind;
And the heart of the Eternal

Is most wonderfully kind.

Pining souls, come nearer Jesus,

And, oh, come not doubting thus;

But with faith that trusts more bravely
His huge tenderness for us.



The most marvelous promises in the Bible are offered to souls who have wandered from
God, if they will return. The Lord says Heis "married to the backdider”; He represents Himself as
bending with a mourning heart over souls that have wandered into sin, by saying: "How shall |
give thee up, Ephraim (Hosea 11:8) "Return unto me, and | will return unto you, saith the Lord of
hosts' (Maachi 3:7). "I will heal their backdliding, | will love them freely ... | will be as the dew
unto Israel: he shall grow asthelily ... his branches shall spread, and his beauty shall be as the
olivetree, and his smell as Lebanon" (Hosea 14:4-6). The soul must fix its gaze for deliverance
and restoration and comfort alone on Jesus. It may receive much consolation, encouragement and
help from the Church and loved ones and the saints; but it should not expect anything, except from
God. Thisisthe surest and shortest road to solid comfort.

IV. DETERMINATION NEVER TO YIELD TO DISCOURAGEMENT -- Another remedy
isafixed determination never to yield to discouragement. However huge the trial, however cloudy
the sky, the soul must settle it that all discouragement is from the Devil, and is always injurious.
Faber says, in speaking of how to view our faults, that discouragement necessarily bringswith it a
greediness for consolation. The more we are discouraged, the more we fly to something that will
solace and soothe us; and this being in ahurry to get comfort will bring back a self-life again into
everything and unnerve us for the struggle toward thorough mortification. He says, again, that
"share in our faults must be wiped out by a cheerful, hopeful sorrow, which rests the case entirely
in the will of God; and that we are to regard all our failures with a quiet sinking into God.” The
psalmist says: "Why art thou cast down, o my soul ? and why art thou disquieted within me? hope
thou in God: for | shall yet praise him." Discouragement is the very opposite of presumption. If
Satan has tempted the soul in presumption, he then opensthe artillery of discouragement; and thus
he attacks the soul, not only to make it sin, but with the counterpart to keep itin sin. In every
emergency in Christian conflict, hopefulnessis the open door to victory. Millions of saintsin
heaven can very well remember when they were passing through the identical trials of temptations
and repentances which are now taking place in human souls, and could they but spesk to us, they
could give us such atranscript of their lives as would, in many cases, exactly fit us.

* * *

V. A CONSTANT SORROW FOR SIN -- Another remedy isto cultivate afegling of
constant sorrow for sin. There are two kinds of sorrow for sin; one works death, the other life.
After the elements of guilt and depravity and remorse have been entirely purged away, there should
be a deep tenderness of pervading, thoughtful sorrow for sin. Paul had this constant sorrow for
having persecuted the saints. It did not in the least weigh him down, but put wings to his devotion.
And athough Jesus knew no sin in Himself, yet, in taking upon Himself the sin of the world, He
spent Hislife in a continual sorrow for sin. It lay upon His heart as an afflicted child lies upon its
mother's breast. Faber says that "the sorrow for sin was ever in the soul of Jesus, even amid the
fires of His beatific vison." It wasin Him as alifelong, quiet, supernatural fountain of love, and
argues that this same sorrow in usis our safeguard from wanderings. Sorrow for sin as afixed fact
in the soul isthe only paralel in our lives for the constant sorrow that Jesus had for the world. It
consistsin agrowing hatred of sin, and a growing sensitiveness of the conscience asto what sinis.
As we gaze upon the refulgent glory of God, it strengthens our vision to more clearly detect what is



imperfect and unworthy. Abiding sorrow for sin will give no resting-place for the self-life to put
itsroot. We grow in adivine sadness, but with such humility and faith that it does not allow of
disquietude. True sorrow for sin as afixed grace in the soul is affectionate more than
sdlf-incriminating. It isaquiet fountain of tenderness, which inclines to prayer; and thoughitisa
sorrow, it is at the same time a supernatural sweetness. This very grief for offending God draws
the soul closer to God. Thisisthe principle Jesus referred to when He said that those who had
much forgiven would love much. It lives by the fountain of Jesus blood; it weeps silent tears; it
embraces the compassion of God with an inexpressible longing. This affectionate sorrow for sin
delivers the soul from many spiritual dangers; it throws atenderness into the whole character; it
makes us deep and flexible to the least touch of God; it takes out all our harshness; it makes us
charitable toward all others. Constant sorrow for sin keeps the heart melted, so that thereis not an
ache or acalamity in one of Christ's members which does not awaken our sympathy and make us
more keenly alive to the dangers of this world and the advantages of being in heaven.

V1. MAKE FAILURES THE OCCASIONS FOR HIGHER ASCENT -- Another remedid
step is afixed determination to make all our failures the occasions for a higher ascent in grace. It
may sound like a paradox -- but the spiritual lifeisfull of paradoxes -- that we are to make our
falls stepping-stones to our ascensions into greater atitudes of grace. This has been donein tens of
thousands of lives. It has happened that those who have suffered the greatest declensions of grace,
being thoroughly aroused, girded themselves with such a spirit of mortification and heroic faith
that, as St. Paul intimates, they "revenge themselves' by a self-oblation and a closer cleaving to
God; which they would never have done but for their failures. Thisis the best way to be avenged
on the Devil for al his malice and damage to us. It isin thisway that God can make absolutely all
things in heaven, earth or hell, in success or failure -- al things -- work together for our good. This
isthe way the Holy Ghost led Samson when he was inspired to pray that he might be avenged on
the Philistines for the loss of histwo eyes. God heard his prayer, and enabled him to slay more of
the Lord's enemies in his death than in hislife; so that his great calamity, and even hissinin
revealing the Lord's secret, was made a stepping-stone to perhaps a greater victory than he
otherwise might have achieved. But it must be remembered that this greater victory was through the
condition of his perfect humiliation and repentance. It is only when the heart turns in perfect loyalty
of love to God that the Holy Ghost makes everything work for its own good. Let us determine to
make every fault, every blemish, every mistake in our lives a spur to more humility and closer
walk with God. Thisis the most divine use we can make of them.

* * *

VII. SELF-DENIAL -- Another remedy against backsliding is self-denial. Thisisthe very
essence of all spiritual victory. Just as self-indulgence grows on us in a thousand imperceptible
ways, so self-denial should encircle our entire lives. The doctrine of fasting in connection with
prayer is not only not much practiced, but even some holiness writers have written against fasting;
but if the examples of al the saints in the Scriptures and in the history of the Church are worth
anything we see that they reached their highest degree of spiritual strength through fasting,
abstinence and self-denia in the bodily appetites, in mental pleasures, in social ease and of all
worldly gratifications. One writer has inquired: "Who ever saw area fat, overfed person noted



for deep spirituadity?' Tens of thousands of Christians are constantly eating too much, talking too
much, gratifying their whims and their pleasuresin such measure as to grieve the Holy Ghost and
lay foundations of much secret sin, if not terrible outward falls. Luxurious ease and self-indulgence
are the *ratsbane in the lives of thousands of American Christians.* (Rat poison, especially arsenic
trioxide [from Rat + Bane] --Am. Herit. Dict.) | have come to believe that the doctrine against
fasting isadelusion of the Devil. In ages gone by, asceticism went to extremes; but in thisage, itis
sadly rareto find true, heroic self-denial. St. Peter tells us that we are to "arm ourselves with the
principle of self-denia.” This principle of self-denial isto extend to the use of our senses,
guarding our eyes, our words, our manners, our social behavior and our plain and modest attire --
all extravagance in any direction that would give the body or the intellect power over the interior
gpirit. If we look upon self-denial as a hard, irksome thing, over which our nature whimpers and
whines, it shows we have not yet entered the real crucifixion of self. When we pass certain points
in grace, self-denial will have a secret joy and heavenly sweetness attending it which far exceedsii
n peace and joy all the over-indulgence of nature. When we break down on self-denial, we drift in
our spiritua life.

VIII. SPIRITUAL INDUSTRY -- Another safeguard is spiritua industry. Perhapsthereis
no greater or more incorrigible vice in religious lives than spiritual laziness. It is a sort of
omnipresent evil, like a satanic gravitation, that pervades every atom of life and pulls everything
toward a center of idle repose. Religious laziness is the moth of Christian life. It eats up the
garments of spiritual experience; and when we attempt to clothe ourselves for rea conflict, we
find our garments crumbling to pieces, having been eaten through with the insidious moth of
idleness. How much time have we lost in our lives by late deeping, lounging, gadding, useless
visitations and long and worthless conversation! How much of our time has been more than
wasted! Let us heartily repent, and set ourselves like aflint against this demon of idleness; let us
rise earlier and spend more timein prayer, in reading spiritual books, doing good works of every
kind; let us have arighteous hatred of everything slovenly and slouchy and silly. Let us deeply
resolve to be aways industrious. Wesley's motto was, "Never be unemployed, and never be
triflingly employed." St. Alphonso vowed that he would never knowingly waste a moment. We can
always find something to do in reading, or writing, or praying, or conversing to a definite spiritual
end, or attending all our ordinary work in a spirit of meditation. Many think that alife of great
spiritual industry would prove tiresome; but the opposite is the case. When the mind is aways
occupied with something divine or useful, it brings arestful and sweet quietness in the life which
nothing else can do, and also takes the hurry and impetuosity out of the soul. Lazy people are the
ones who have to run to catch atrain. Idle people, who work by fits and spurts, are always tired,;
and for every half-hour's work they want two hours' rest. Preachers who preach one sermon a
week complain of sore throats and want long summer vacations; while those who are filled with
holy love preach every night with a clear voice, and make arecreation out of conventions and
camp meetings. We must not only be industrious, but be so in spiritual things, or we decline in
grace.

I X. PERSEVERANCE -- The old fashion of virtue perseverance is agood medicine to
keep all hearts from wandering. Perseverance is the backbone of spiritual life, out of which grow
the ribs of all other virtues. Perseverance is the cure for those souls whose experience consistsin
gpasmodic blessings. Thereisagood deal of superstition in the lives of most Christians. They rely
upon some instantaneous blessing which they receive in acrisis of prayer, and then expect that
blessing to run through life, like a sort of wound-up machine. With them life consists of great
droughts, with intermittent freshets. The droughtskill al their crops, and the great, instantaneous
freshets wash away their fences and cut great trenches in their land. Could these souls once get the
true idea of constant, unvarying perseverance, it would serve like a divine inundation, which
gently waters the ground without washing the seed out. Perseverance is the remedy in seasons of
great discouragement and temptation and loneliness: Whatever your failure h as been -- though all
thingsin heaven and earth seem against you; though your difficulties seem insurmountable; though
your falls have been so numerous as to wear out the patience of your best friends and exhaust the
charity of great saints; though every virtue seemsto have left your soul -- yet if you have
perseverance, the omnipotent God will lay hold upon that single disposition of your will and pull
you through to everlasting victory. God will always pull usthrough, -- if we have enough fiber in
our being to endure the pull. God takes delight in doing things for us that other people despaired of
ever seeing done. Y ou will find thousands of saints in heaven who have said, with Micah, "I will
look unto the Lord; | will wait for the God of my salvation: my God will hear me. Rejoice not
against me, O mine enemy: when | fall, | shall arise; when | sit in darkness, the Lord shall be a
light unto me. | will bear the indignation of the Lord, because | have sinned against him, until he
plead my cause, and execute judgment for me: he will bring me forth to the light, and | shall behold
his righteousness" (Micah 7:7-9). Perseverance is the axletree on which the sphere of a Christian
life revolves.

X. INDEPENDENT OBEDIENCE TO GOD -- Independent obedience to God is another
remedy for heart wanderings, because it causes toughness to the moral fiber. Thousands have
waned in their spiritual life because they limited their obedience to the mere standard of other
Christians, or to the conservative opinions of other saints. God never duplicates the spiritua lifein
any two persons, and everyone who walks with Him will be called upon to say and do and
experience things somewhat unlike them, or any other person. To save His children from aping
each other, He will resort to terrific methods of separating and individualizing them; for Heis
determined that they shall obey Him, and not each other. Thereisarealm of Christian counsel and
uniformity of faith and practice; yet, within this range, the Holy Ghost ordains that all who are
made perfect shall follow in anindividua orbit. No saint perfectly obeyed God in the world that
did not have to say things and do things that nobody el se on earth exactly agreed with. If you
perfectly obey God, you will have to do some things outside of the judgment or tastes or fancies of
your best friends. Nobody on earth could have been found to sanction the offering up of Isaac.
Joseph's family did not agree with the imprudence of his dreams. If Paul had consulted the eleven
apostles, he never would have done the things he did. Daniel went against the advice of al the old,
sober heads in refusing the king's meat and wine. Perfect obedience must be independent, calm,
settled and fearless. Some years ago, | knew a minister who felt a gentle impression from the Spirit
to anoint the sick and pray for them and to teach divine healing. He allowed a conservative spirit,
and the influence of some holy men who had some prejudice against divine healing, to hold him



back. In after years he discovered that this failure of independent obedience on that point had
weakened his faith and obedience on other lines; and, after much chastisement from God, he
vowed everlasting and independent and fearless obedience on all lines where the will of God was
intimated to him. How many thousands of souls have weakened in faith by not obeying God on
some point, great or small, just because it did not meet the sanction of the circle of friendsin
which they moved! | do not wonder that the old writersin the Church called prudence a
"diabolical virtue," when they saw how many soulsit hindered. There is a divine prudence which
has lightning in its eye and heroism in its step and courage in its features and is aways sanctioned
by the outcome of God's providences. He that makes a path in the air for al the birds and a channel
in the earth for all the streams of water has ordained the line of obedience for each and every child
of His; and if we yield ourselves up in boundless humility and persevering prayer and utter
abandonment to the Holy Ghost, He will lead us along His line; and He will never lead another
soul to take just the track He gives us. The fear of fanaticism has prevented thousands from
independent obedience. Some may ask, "How shall | know that | am not going into fanaticism
under the delusion of obedience?’ If, on any line of obedience, however singular it may be to
others, you have alowly spirit, a sweet and tender flow of love, an eye single to pleasing God and
not yourself, and a boundless charity for others who do not follow your example, you may know
that you are led of God. But if, on any individual leading, you feel an impetuous, hasty, harsh and
uncharitable disposition -- if you feel something within you that seems to push you in a hurry, or
makes you denunciatory of others, or makes you want to force others to do as you do -- then you
may know it isthe Devil. It isimpossible to be too independent and all-fearless as long as the soul
is kept in an ocean of lowly, tender and disinterested love.

XI. KEEP THE MIND STAYED UPON GOD AND HIS KINGDOM -- Another remedy
for weak and flagging obedience is to keep the mind stayed on God and the things of His kingdom.
There can be no greater safety in the spirit-life, to keep out the ingress of evil things, than for the
mind to be aways in a state of divine recollection and meditation. The intellect cannot do this of
its own power; but if the spirit-nature is possessed by the Holy Ghost, then the inner spirit, uniting
itself to the intellect, can keep it dmost constantly on God or His attributes, or the operations of
His grace, or the mysteries of His providence, or the revelations of His Word. Nothing can be
more dangerous than sinful wanderings of thought. As all outward sin must necessarily be
committed first in the mind, so, on the other hand, al enlargements of grace, al the atitudes of
devotion or progressin experience must first take place in a spiritual thinking of the mind. Our
thoughts are architects, which fashion al the bright, glittering castles of grace in which we find our
true habitation in the kingdom of God. We should be careful not to think too much of the past.
About the only good thinking of the past can do for usisto serve for the degpening of our humility
over its sinfulness, and the widening of our thankful ness because of the overwhelming mercies
from the Lord. But in the fullness of the Spirit, we are not to think of the past in such away asto be
disheartened, or to pine over itsloss, or to be entangled with it; we are to be detached from all
things in the past, as a bird may be supposed to be detached from last year's nest, which it flies by,
unheeding its empty and dilapidated state, because its whole nature is filled with the glory of the
present summer. We are not to expect some magic wand to pass over our heads, which will
compel usto high and divine thoughts; but we must form afixed habit of keeping the mind on the
things of God. We are to keep Christ in the mind, and let our imaginations fly away to Him in



Paradise. We are to think of the traits of His character; of Hi srelation to the Father and Holy
Spirit; think of what God is how doing for us; think of the saints and angels in heaven; think of the
divine presence as an al-pervading atmosphere; think of the coming of Jesus and the things of His
millennia kingdom; think of thousands of things pertaining to our future in the heavenly world,
until the whole of life becomes an unbroken, calm, sweet vision of the supernatural world and
supernatural beings. This habit of deep, divine thoughtfulness will work wonderful effectsin our
lives. It will put aslow, measured gentleness in our words and manners; it will shut off everything
loud and boisterous, and rash and impatient; it will keep our inner senses opened to the whispers
of the Holy Ghost or the touch of our guardian angel; it will make prayer easy at any time of the
day; it will wean us from the visible and sensuous things of the world; it will make God and
heaven bright realities to us; it will put a calmnessin our features, a sweetness in our expressions
and a delicate polish in the actions of the soul. Our thoughts make up the overwhelming part of our
lives; what we think, we are, or else will soon become. So let us determine to keep our mind open
to al the domes of celestia things. Let us go to deep every night thinking of God or Jesus, and
wake up every morning with the thought of God in our mind. This can be done, and is the safeguard
against the entrance of evil things; for even to the most diligent in this direction there will till be
enough mental lapses and evil suggestionsinjected by demonsto form adaily trial and to drive us
to prayer. The apostle speaks of "casting down imaginations ... and bringing into captivity every
thought to the obedience of Christ."

Appropriate to this head, | will quote some verses from Faber:

How shalt thou bear the cross that now
So dread a weight appears?

Keep quietly to God, and think

Upon the eternal years.

Thyself unbraiding is asnare,
Though meekness it appears;
More humbling isit far to thee
To face the eternal years.

Brave quiet is the thing for thee,
Chiding thy scrupulous fears!
Learn to be red, from the thoughts
Of the eternal years.

Bear gently, suffer like a child,
Nor be ashamed of tears;
Kissthe sweet cross, in thy heart
Think of the eterna years.

Pass not from flower to pretty flower;
Timeflies, and judgment nears,

Go! make thy honey from the thought
Of the eternal years.

XII. CULTIVATE INTIMATE COMMUNION WITH GOD -- The climax of al remedies
isto cultivate intimate communion with the Holy Spirit -- recognize the Holy Spirit as having
charge of you, and of your life, and of all your tempora and socia and spiritual affairs. Behave
toward the Holy Spirit as you would toward Jesus were He visibly with you. Talk to Him; make
love to Him; make Him your constant companion in everything in life -- in the infinitesmally
small, asin great things. Ask Him to reveal the Father and the Son to you; ask Him to show you
every duty, to reveal to you things to come. Make Him your real, intimate Friend; listen to His
voice; expect Him to impress you with the daily will of God. Form a habit of prompt and
unquestioning obedience to His tender impressions upon your heart. Let the Holy Spirit be an
invisible ocean of spotless light in which you bathe. Leave al your infirmities and sorrows or
tears, and all your vicissitudes of temperament and life, into His personal power. Be always
craving a deeper, stronger union with Him. Remember that perpetual progress alone will prevent
retrogression. Appreciate one smile or reproof from the Holy Spirit more than all the applause of
angels or men. Accept every correction and reproof that He speaks into your mind; love His
rebukes infinitely more than the praises of others. Remember, it is the great work of the Holy Ghost
to impart the Christ-life, to unfold the divine personaltiesin our spirit, and expect Him to do great
thingsin this direction; He will work marvelsif we firmly expect them.

The love of God our Father, the grace of our Lord Jesus Christ, and the communion of the
Holy Ghost, be with you al. Amen.
